The article examines the religious and political movement of supporters of
Anglo-Israelism in the USA and Canada during its highest rise (late 19th — carly
20th centuries). Anglo-Israelism became widespread in the 19th century in the
Anglican Church and subsequently among some representatives of other Protes-
tant denominations. Historically, not only the religious component of Anglo-
Israelism was of great importance, but also its political aspects related to British
supremacism (ideology of superiority), and more broadly, Anglo-Saxon nationa-
lism and imperialism. The main ideas of the supporters of Anglo-Israelism were:
ideas about the exclusivity, selectivity and superio-rity of the Anglo-Saxon peoples
over the rest of the nations of the Earth, that the Anglo-Saxons are descendants of
the Twelve Tribes of Ancient Israel, and the British (Anglo-Saxon) world is the
new «true Israel», designed to carry out a special mission and dominate the world.
In the Russian scientific literature the topic remains practically unexplored.
